1. This was a training session to go over how the BAR was established, the rules, laws, and ordinances that govern the BAR, the role of the BAR and to discuss edits to the By-Laws. Steadman presented a list of ideas and suggested changes to the By-Laws. These items included due dates for applications, adding language recognizing the BAR as a quasi-judicial body, providing for the ability to vote via e-mail under certain conditions, introducing a public input session to the BAR meetings, having an attendance requirement for BAR members, and clarifying the types of decisions which can be delegated to the Zoning and Codes Administrator.

2. In addition the BAR was reminded of the need to use their microphones during meetings and to avoid cross-talking and side conversations.

3. The BAR agreed to post on the City website a statement reminding applicants and the public that they are to avoid discussing review projects with members of the BAR and a statement outlining ways that the public can have their voices heard on BAR matters.
4. The BAR reviewed a checklist of items that were determined by code, dealt with by other departments and items that were under their purview.
